NOTE THESE DATES AND EVENTS 
On Pentecost Sunday, May 27th, as part of the 11:15 Mass, we will be 
blessed with a special musical performance.  “The Descent of the Holy Spirit”, 
Sonata XIII from The Rosary Sonatas of Heinrich Ignaz Franz Biber (1644-
1704), Leah Nelson, baroque violin Daniel Swenberg, theorbo Dongsok 
Shin, chamber organ. “The Rosary Sonatas” of Heinrich Biber, date from 
c.1678 and are found in the form of a Rosary psalter in music, dedicated to 
the Archbishop of Salzburg.  The collection is among the earliest music writ-
ten for violin, and uses a unique tuning scheme for each piece (scordatura). 
The varied violin tunings enhance the effect of each Mystery. Biber’s writing 
joins sacred music forms with secular, dance forms—just as the Rosary is a 
way of bringing prayer into daily life.  Biber’s music joins sacred and secular 
music of the time.  In Sonata XIII, the calm but unsettling opening passage 
gives way to what some consider to be a depiction of the violent wind that 
accompanied the Pentecost. This is followed by three short dances.  Com-
mercial recording, The Sacred Mysteries, on the Lyrichord label will be avail-
able at coffee hour.
